ASSEMBLING GROUND SET

Secure lower hinge plate (B) to anchor rods by first threading
down bottom jam nuts (C), placing over hinge plate and securing
top jam nuts (C).

. Once both elements complete, fill hole with concrete. When

inserting ground set, make sure hinge bolt is in a position to allow
for raising and lowering clear of obstruction.

. Press ground assembly into centre of hole. Keep lower base plate

above concrete with the assistance of wooden plank. Using a
spirit level, check for levelness.

ALLOW CONCRETE TO CURE

(2) FINIAL AND HALYARD

1. Thread halyard through revolving truck and fasten truck to top of
flagpole using 3 supplied screws.

2. Fix cleat to flagpole.

3. For ISS (Internal Safety System), slip counterweight (D) over pole
and tie to end of halyard. Use the stop ball.

When no flag is attached to the flagpole, make sure that
counterweight sits at the very top of the flagpole.

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(3) RAISING THE FLAGPOLE

1. When the concrete is firmly set, the flagpole can be raised.
Bring base of flagpole to lower base plate, thread lower full nuts
(F) and washers (G) onto anchor bolts leaving 35 mm of
exposed rod. Fasten hinge bolt (H), joining lower hinge base
and flagpole base together.

2. Raise the flagpole. Place washers (G) and top full nuts (F).
Through slight adjustments to full nuts, pole an be re-leveled.
